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Introduction  

Assessment Rosters was developed in an attempt to respond to teacherôs desires to have access to student assessments data in 

order to help identify and address educational needs of certain students.  Until now, only very expensive commercial ódata miningô 

systems could begin to address this need.  There are also many other issues related to these commercial solutions.  It was 

understood that teachers would like to have a solution thatôs easy to use and easy to understand.  The whole concept behind this 

undertaking was to provide you as teachers with a solution, not a challenge.  Some of you will want to study every detail of this 

manual while others will simply óhop inô and go swimming.   

***IMPORTANT - Please donôt worry, you CANNOT óhurtô any data because itôs all óread-onlyô. 

In order to give you ownership weôre looking forward to hearing your reactions to Assessment Rosters and will be working to 

implement constructive criticism to refine and enhance what we believe is already a nice tool.   

Report Content  

Assessment Rosters Reports  

Class rosters sorted according to student proficiency within a given strand level of the Minnesota Standardized Assessments. 

Assessment Strand Detail by Student Reports  

This report consists of any/all assessment history for a given student.  Itôs useful in observing trends. 
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Where Are They?  

Youôll find Assessment Roster reports and this user guide listed as the last items in the

Log ging  In  

When you click on one of the reports youôll be asked to enter a username and password.  

This is NOT your Infinite Campus login.   

 

The illustration shown below is a login to the assessment data repository located at ARCC 

and youôll be given that username and password by administrative staff. 

 

Your login should remain active 

as long as your browser is open 

and you only need to perform the 

login once during a session.  

Once logged in, you can access 

and run any report.   

 

You will not be prompted to login 

to access the user guide. 
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Assessment Rosters Report - Select ing  Report Filter Criteria  

This report provides you with a quick overview of how students are performing within any given strand of any subject assessed. 

Make your selections by following in order, the 5 numbered selection lists in the report console.   

 

1.  Roster ï this is your active roster list.  Itôs ópersonalizedô so that only your own classes will show. 

 

2.  Assessment ï This is a list of the assessments stored for your district. 
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3.  Year ï This is the year a test was given.  This list will grow over time as more assessment data is stored in the repository. 

 

4.  Subject ï Your choice here will determine which strands will appear in the final list óStrandô. 
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5.  Strand ï Select the desired strand from the list to build your report. 

 

 

 

Finally, click the button at the far right labeled óView Reportô 
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Toggle the Campus Outline  

This is a really handy feature that you can use to temporarily 

turn off the Campus Outline.  It gives you a larger preview 

window and reduces screen óclutterô.  When finished viewing, 

simply click the icon again to turn the outline back on. 

 

 

Report Output  

Your report should look similar to the 

one shown at the right. 

 

The report header contains the roster 

for the selected class, the 

assessment type, test year and 

subject. 

The columns show student name, 

overall achievement level for the 

assessment (NOT the strand!) and 

organized under the strand label, 

youôll see the maximum points 

possible for the strand, the points 

earned and finally the sorted 

percentage represented of the points 

earned out of the maximum possible. 

You can run rosters for EACH 

strand/substrand for EACH 

assessment subject.  Depending on 

the assessment data stored for your 

district, there can potentially be 

several hundred unique report 
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combinations. 

With that in mind, please keep our environment in mind while experimenting.  Try to refrain from printing reports unless youôre going 

to use them. 

Probably the most useful aspect of the assessment roster report is its ability to dispel assumptions about certain students thought to 

be in no need of help because they were passing standards.  Overall achievement levels often mask underlying strands that are in 

critical need of attention. 

Assessment Strand Detail by Student Reports - Selecting Report Filter Criteria  

This report allows you to focus on selected studentôs assessment history.  Itôs useful in observing whether or not trends are emerging 

and helps to isolate strengths and weaknesses in assessment proficiency.  You have access to the entire stored assessment history 

and full detail for each student in your roster. 

 

Make your selections by following in order, the 6 numbered selection lists in the report console.   

 

1. Roster ï this is your active roster list.  Itôs ópersonalizedô so that only your own classes will show. 
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2. Assessment ï This is a list of the assessments stored for your district.  This list lets you choose any/all assessments for your 

report. 

 

3. Year ï This is the year a test was given.  This list will grow over time as more assessment data is stored in the repository.  It 

is a multiple choice list that allows any selection combination you may desire for your report. 
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4. Subject ï Your choice here will determine which strands will appear in the final list óStrandô. The example below shows that 

this report will be limited to just the reading data. 

 

5. Strand ï Select any/all desired strand(s) from the list to build your report.  Notice that because more than one assessment 

was selected, the strand list now shows strands for EACH selected assessment. 
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
