the Schools and Library Division (SLD) web site regarding three requireo‘“l
items necessary for CIPA compliance.

Technology Protection Measure

A technology praection measure is a specific technology that blocks or filters
Internet access. It must protect against access by adults and minors to visual
depictions that are obscene, child pornography, ér with respect to use of
computers with Internet access by miarsfi harmful to minors. It may be disabled
for adults engaged in bona fide research or other lawful purposes. For schools, the
policy must also include monitoring the online activities of minors.

Internet Safety Policy
The Internet safety policy must adress the following issues:

e Access by minors to inappropriate matter on the Internet and the World Wide
Web

e The safety and security of minors when using electronic mail, chat rooms, and
other forms of direct electronic communications

e Unauthorizedaccessnc|l udi ng ohackingd and ot he
minors on-line

e Unauthorized disclosure, use, and dissemination of personal information
regarding minors

e Measures designed to restrict minors

Public Notice and Hearing

The authority with responsibility for administration of the school or library must
provide reasonable public notice and hold at least one public hearing to address a
proposed technology protection measure and Internet safety policy.

Regarding the public notice and hearing there is nothing in the regulations that state the
notice and hearing has to be done annually, so if you did this sometime between the year
2000 and 2002 (when CIPA came into effect), you should always keep a copy of the board
noticeand mi nut es i-rate bindec ih caseeyaura® audieed.

Nineteen of the 38 districts that ARCC assists with theRate process have received their
E-Rate funding notices for fiscal year 2010. The next step in the process is to complete a
form 486 to let SLD know that services have atted. You have 120 days to complete this
form from the date of the funding commitment decision letter or start of service (whichever

is later).
